 Good communication and customer service skills  

 High school diploma or equivalent  

 Retail and/or moving experience preferred  

 Successfully complete background checks; medical and drug screening  

 Completion of an official Employment Application with HFH of GVC  

 A valid State of Florida Driver’s License with a clean Motor Vehicle Record
